TRADOC s Intelligence School and Center provides education on the third In order for a Red Team to effectively contribute to
decision making all of the following elements are required The ability to think critically about the problem While this may
seem obvious the reality is that critical thinking is a skill set that requires training education and tools The Army assimilates
people from different backgrounds across the nation One of the drawbacks of that assimilation is our military tendency to
reflect the same biases and perspectives We pride ourselves in common values which while ingrained in the Army culture are
not universal outside of that culture Thinking critically and challenging the group is an unnatural act for military staffs Doing
so effectively requires tools and methods that enable leaders to see different perspectives Red Teams require top cover to be
